CONTRACTED SERVICES AGREEMENT

This contract is between West Central Communications (WCC) and Jackson County Sheriff (JCS) for
services on Jackson Counties Communication infrastructure. The infrastructures and service under this
agreement are listed below.

24 Hour Services:
This contract covers all 24-hour calls from JCS to WCC for services listed in this contract.

Dispatch:

Labor and travel services. Equipment covered includes, 2 Zetron MAX dispatch console positions, radio
gateways, site router, switches, Aux lo controls, UPS stations, Kenwood control station in dispatch, UPS
and associated hardware connected to this equipment which is required to make them operational.

Loggin Recorder:
Labor and travel services. To maintain the Eventide logging recorder, playback stations, confirm backup
resources are working properly. Firmware updates as needed.

Subscriber Radios:

Labor and travel services for all Law mobile and portable radios, excluding batteries. Loading encryption
key into all covered radios. Code plug updates and programming of radios. Does not cover new radio
programing. Maintaining and updating Jackson County Radio subscriber list.

County Tower and Microwave links:

Labor and travel services for PTP link from Courthouse to County Tower. PTP link from County Tower to
MNDOT Lakefield tower site. Network routers. ACU Patch equipment. Paging control station. Mutual Aid
base station. Zetron Radio Gateway. Does not cover any antennas or coax cables. Does not include
tower climbing services.

Paging System:

Labor and travel services for County paging transmitters at Jackson County tower site, Brewster MNDOT
tower site, Lakefield MNDOT Tower site. GE Master Ill transmitter, power amplifier, Secure Sync GPS
clock, UPS. Does not cover any antennas or coax cables. Does not include tower climbing services.

Other services covered by this agreement includes Dispatch phone support to correct problem that
occurs. ARMER system or subscriber inquiries. Our services do not cover new system updates, changes,
or additions, enhancements to the console.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN JACKSON COUNTY, MINNESOTA & JACKSON COUNTY COURT
SERVICES/PROBATION FOR INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this 15" day of July, 2023 by and between Jackson County
{Hereinafter “County”), a body corporate and politic existing under the laws of the State of Minnesota,
and Jackson County Court Services/Probation (Hereinafter “Probation”).

WHEREAS, Probation is in need of Information Technology (“IT”) services for completion of various
projects and tasks;

WHEREAS, Jackson County has Information Systems staff who are qualified to provide services to
Probation and Jackson County desires to enter into an agreement with Probation to provide services
identified herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and agreements contained herein, the
parties agree as follows:

I. Scope of Services. The Information Systems staff of Jackson County will provide information technology
services for Probation employees, generally defined as:

e Support and administration of PC, Network, AS/400 and other related technology systems;
e Support and assistance with phone systems;

e Project management and implementation;

e General administrative duties and support of systems;

e Supervision of Information Systems personnel;

e Email services (does not include software licenses)

e [T purchasing & inventory services

s Server maintenance costs

e Copier equipment and services

. Fees for Service. Probation agrees to pay Jackson County fees for the services identified in the scope
of services as follows:

a. Probation shall pay to County an annual payment of $8,800. Payment will be the entire
costs due for services provided that current State fiscal year (July 1 — June 30).

b. Full payment is due and payable by December 31 each year.

c. Probation shall pay County, through its Auditor/Treasurer at 405 Fourth Street, Jackson, MN
56143 or to such other party or to such other address as County may designate from time to
time by written notice to Probation.

[ll. Term. The term of this agreement shall be for one year commencing on July 1, 2023 and continues to
midnight of June 30, 2024, unless earlier terminated by law or as provided herein. The agreement shall
automatically renew annually unless either party gives notice to the other to terminate the agreement.

IV. Termination of Agreement. Either party may terminate this agreement, with or without cause, by
providing 30 days written notice.



V. Amendments. This agreement may be altered, extended, changed or amended in writing by mutual
agreement of the parties when dated and attached hereto without altering the other terms of this
agreement.

Lease Agreement
Jackson County Court Services/Probation

In consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth, and intending to be
legally bound, the parties do hereby agree as follows:

1. PREMISES

11 Demise. Jackson County, a political and corporate subdivision of the
State of Minnesota, Hereinafter “Lessor” does demise, lease and rent to Jackson
County Court Services/Probation, hereinafter “Tenant” and Tenant does hire, rent and
take from Lessor the following "Leased Premises":

Office space located in the Jackson County Courthouse, Jackson, MN
hereinafter "Building."

1.2 Condition of Premises. Parties agree that the leased premises are
presently in good repair and condition. The Lessor has made no other representations,
either express or implied regarding the quality and condition of the building.

1.3 Use of Premises. Tenant shall use and occupy the leased premises
solely for office space and the business of Jackson County Court Services/Probation.
No other use is authorized without the prior written consent of Lessor.

1.3(a) Common Areas. Tenant, its employees and invitees shall have in
common with other Building tenants and tenants of any building which Lessor may erect
adjacent to the Building full and unimpaired access to common areas, including but not
limited to the adjacent parking facilities, halls, toilet and sanitary facilities, sidewalks and
delivery areas, all of which are sometimes referred to herein as the "appurtenances”,
but always subject to the reasonable and uniform rules established by Lessor. Lessor
reserves the right to restrict, on a temporary basis, access to any portions of such
common areas from time to time for the purpose of repairing or improving the same.
Lessor further reserves the right to construct additional buildings and facilities on the
property and to make reasonable use of the common areas outside of the building
during the construction period.

2, TERM

21 Term of Lease. The term of this Lease shall be for one year commencing
on July 1, 2023 and continues to midnight of June 30, 2024, unless earlier terminated
by law or as provided herein. The lease shall automatically renew annually unless
either party gives notice to the other to terminate the lease.

3. RENT/DEPOSITS



3.1 Base Rent. Tenant shall pay to Lessor an annual rent of $12,000.
Payment will be the entire costs due for rent provided that current State fiscal year (July
1 —June 30).

3.2 Date of Payment. Full rent payment is due and payable by December 31
each year.

3.3 Place of Payment. The Tenant shall pay said rent to Lessor, through its
Auditor/Treasurer at 405 Fourth Street, Jackson, MN 56143 or to such other party or to
such other address as Lessor may designate from time to time by written notice to
Tenant.

4, UTILITIES; SERVICES

4.1 Landlord's Obligations. Lessor shall provide the following services:

(i) General trash removal.

(ii) Heat and air-conditioning.

(iii) City water and sewage service.

(iv) Reasonably adequate electricity for lighting and general office purposes.
Lessor shall furnish and install all replacement lighting, tubes, lamps, bulbs and ballasts
as required in the leased premises.

(v) Janitorial, maintenance and repair services will be provided by the Lessor.

5. LESSOR'S RIGHT OF ENTRY

5.1 For Inspection. Lessor and Lessor's agents and representatives shall
have the right to enter into or upon the leased premises, or any part thereof at all
reasonable hours for the purpose of examining the same.

5.2 For repairs. Lessor and Lessor's agents shall have the right to enter the
leased premises at all times upon reasonable notice, except in emergencies, and then
without notice, to make such alterations, improvements, repairs or additions to pipes,
ducts and conduits or other machinery or equipment of Lessor, or make such other

alterations, improvements, repairs or additions as Lessor may deem necessary or
desirable.

6. TERMINATION



6.1 Expiration of Term. The lease shall automatically renew annually unless
either party to the lease serves the other with notice of termination. Either party may
terminate this lease, with or without cause, by providing 30 days written notice.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and agreements contained
herein, the parties agree as follows:

1. Scope of Services. The Jackson County Attorney’s Office will provide legal services to
Cottonwood County as mutually agreed upon by both parties in this agreement. Jackson
County agrees to act as the Chief Prosecutor for Cottonwood County, which includes
handling all tasks necessary for the prosecution of criminal cases. The Jackson County
Attorney will provide signature to necessary contracts and documents as requested but
will not attend Cottonwood County board meetings.

2. Fees. Jackson County shall be paid $10,000.00 per month for services provided in this
agreement. Payment shall be made on a monthly basis.

3. Term. The term of this agreement shall commence upon the appropriate signatures from
Cottonwood County and Jackson County and will continue in full force and effect until
this agreement is terminated.

4. Termination. Either party may terminate this agreement at any time for any reason upon
written notice.

3. The benefits roll reflects the benefitted properties, benefitted areas, and benefit values as
determined by viewers based on assumptions regarding the future use and drainage of said
properties prevailing at that time.

4. Since the 1923 establishment of Judicial Ditch 86, the original determination of benefits and
damages, land uses and drainage practices have changed resulting in the acceleration of and
increase to the flow of water within the drainage system changing the nature and value of
benefits accruing to lands from construction of Judicial Ditch 86.

5. Since the 1923 determination of benefits and damages, land values have changed significantly
within the benefited area of Judicial Ditch 86 and do not reflect reasonable present-day land
values.

6. The Jackson County Drainage Authority finds that the conditions required for the initiation of

a redetermination of benefits as set forth in Minn.Stat. § 103E.351, Subd. 1, exist and that a
redetermination of benefits is therefore warranted.



Order:

Based on the foregoing Findings, the Board of the Jackson County Commissioners acting as the
drainage authority for Judicial Ditch 86, hereby orders as follows:

A. The Board shall follow the procedures of Minn. Stat. § 103E.351 to conduct a redetermination
of benefits for Judicial Ditch 86.

B. That Ron Ringquist, Dan Ruby, Tom Peterson and Gary Ewert as alternate are hereby
appointed as viewers to redetermination and report the benefits and damages for Judicial
Ditch 86.

After discussion, the Board Chair called the question. The question was on the adoption of the
foregoing findings and order, and there were yeas, nays, absent, and
abstentions as follows:
